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This is the instruction for preparation of abstract and is itself an example of page layout.
Abstracts should be written in English and submitted in a one page, MS word format.
Title of the abstract should be centered and typed in Times New Roman, bold 11-point font. Capitalize the first letter of each word of the title other than prepositions, conjunctions and articles. All authors should be listed followed by their affiliations; department/institution, city, country of all authors. Use numbers to indicate the different affiliations of the authors. Underline the name of the presenting author in bold type. Mark the responsible author with an asterisk (*). The author list and author affiliation list should be centered. Insert another blank line between the authors and the body of the abstract. Abstract text should be 300-400 words and single-spaced.
Figures should be centered. Each figure should have a brief caption describing it, and the caption should be placed below (or next to) the figure in 11-point font. Be sure that figures are neatly prepared and fit within the space. Call out references in the text with a numeral in brackets (e.g. [1]). Number all references sequentially as they appear in the text, starting with [1]. Make all references complete bibliographic citations, including author, place of publication, volume, year, and the first page of the referred part. Reference should be placed at the very end.
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
